This expense is necessary to obtain right of way and access rights to
construct the SR 43 Traffic Improvement Project which is scheduled to start construction in 2018.

The above values were obtained according to the federal right-of-way acquisition process. This process is
required for the city to use Federal Funds. The process includes an appraisal and separate review of the
appraisal by appraisers pre-approved by the State DOT. The City will be reimbursed 80% by ODOT.

To date, 22 of 24 owners totaling 25 of 27 parcels required have agreed to compensation for the
temporary/permanent right-of-way required to complete the project.
